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Lamentations
(Alphabetical arrangement)

Lamentations has five chapters (5 poems), four of which have an alphabetic

- structure corresponding to the Hebrew alphabet. The Hebrew alphabet has 22 letters.

Chapters 1, 2 and 4 of Lamentations have 22 verses each and are arranged according to
the Hebrew alphabet.

The third chapter contains three short verses under each letter of the Hebrew
alphabet. The initial letter is used three times., Using our English alphabet it
would look like this:

Since there are 22 letters in the Hebrew alphabet 22 x 3 (letters in each verse)
= 66 verses in chapter three.

Chapter 5 contains 22 verses the same as chapters 1, 2 and 4., This again is the
same number of letters in the Hebrew alphabet -- But chapter 5 is not in alphabetical
order.

In Rev.1:8 God is stated as being the "Alpha and Omega", 'The beginning and the
ending®., This statement shows the "completeness" of God by using the first and last
letter of the Greek alphabet or the "complete" alphabet.

The Jewish people would not have had the “completeness" of God under the 0ld
Testament, They would have had portions of God. What ever portions of God they had
within their mind was being perverted and going into captivity spirit realm. They
physically were being taken to Babylon into captivity as a visible picture of this,

The Book of Lamentations is showing whatever portion of God the Jews had in their
minds (portions of Hebrew alphabet spirit realm) was being Lamented for. The portions
of the "complete creative alphabet® God had placed in each mind was now going into
captivity to evil spirits. Thus the title of the Book -- Lamentations.
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
