CHAPTER 1

F

ORASMUCH as many have

taken in hand to set forth

in order a declaration of those

things which are most surely

believed among us,

2 Even as they delivered them

unto us, which from the begin-

ning were eyewitnesses, and

ministers of the word;

3 It seemed good to me also,

having had perfect understand-

ing of all things from the very

first, to write unto thee in order,

most excellent The-oph´-i-lus,

4 That thou mightest know

the certainty of those things,

wherein thou hast been in-

structed.

5  ¶ HERE was in the days

of Herod, the king of

Judæa, a certain priest named

Zach-a-ri´-as, of the course of

A-bi´-a: and his wife was of the

daughters of Aaron, and her

name was Elisabeth.

6 And they were both right-

eous before God, walking in all

the commandments and ordi-

nances of the Lord blameless.

7 And they had no child, be-

cause that Elisabeth was barren,

and they both were now well

stricken in years.

8 And it came to pass, that

while he executed the priest's

office before God in the order

of his course,

9 According to the custom of

the priest's office, his lot was to

burn incense when he went into

the temple of the Lord.

10 And the whole multitude

of the people were praying with-

out at the time of incense.

11 And there appeared unto

him an angel of the Lord stand-

ing on the right side of the

altar of incense.

12 And when Zach-a-ri´-as saw

him, he was troubled, and fear

fell upon him.

15 For he shall be great in the

sight of the Lord, and shall

drink neither wine nor strong

drink; and he shall be filled with

the Holy Ghost, even from his

mother's womb.

16 And many of the children

of Israel shall he turn to the

Lord their God.

17 And he shall go before

him in the spirit and power of

E-li´-as, to turn the hearts of

the fathers to the children, and

the disobedient to the wisdom

of the just; to make ready a

people prepared for the Lord.

18 And Zach-a-ri´-as said unto

the angel, Whereby shall I

know this? for I am an old man,

and my wife well stricken in

years.

19 And the angel answering

said unto him, I am Gabriel,

that stand in the presence of

God; and am sent to speak unto

thee, and to shew thee these

glad tidings.

20 And, behold, thou shalt be

dumb, and not able to speak,

until the day that these things

shall be performed, because thou

believest not my words, which

shall be fulfilled in their season.

21 And the people waited for

Zach-a-ri´-as, and marvelled

that he tarried so long in the

temple.

22 And when he came out, he

could not speak unto them: and

they perceived that he had seen

a vision in the temple: for he

beckoned unto them, and re-

mained speechless.

28 And the angel came in unto

her, and said, Hail, thou that

art highly favoured, the Lord

is with thee: blessed art thou

among women.

29 And when she saw him, she

was troubled at his saying, and

cast in her mind what manner

of salutation this should be.

30   And the angel said unto her,

Fear not, Mary: for thou hast

found favour with God.

31 And, behold, thou shalt

conceive in thy womb, and bring

forth a son, and shalt call his

name JESUS.

32 He shall be great, and shall

be called the Son of the High-

est: and the Lord God shall

give unto him the throne of

his father David:

33 And he shall reign over the

house of Jacob for ever; and of

hiskingdom there shall be no end.

34 Then said Mary unto the

angel, How shall this be, seeing

I know not a man?

35 And the angel answered and

said unto her, The Holy Ghost

shall come upon thee, and the

power of the Highest shall over-

shadow thee: therefore also that

holy thing which shall be born

of thee shall be called the Son

of God.

36 And, behold, thy cousin

Elisabeth, she hath also con-

ceived a son in her old age: and

this is the sixth month with her,

who was called barren.

37 For with God nothing shall

be impossible.

38 And Mary said, Behold the

handmaid of the Lord; be it

unto me according to thy word.

And the angel departed from

her.

39 And Mary arose in those

days, and went into the hill

country with haste, into a city

of Judah;

40 And entered into the house

of Zach-a-ri´-as, and saluted

Elisabeth.

41 And it came to pass, that,

“when” Elisabeth heard the salu-

tation of Mary, the babe leaped

in her womb; and Elisabeth

was filled with the Holy Ghost:

42 And she spake out with a

loud voice, and said, Blessed

art thou among women, and

blessed is the fruit of thy womb.

43 And whence is this to me,

that the mother of my Lord

should come to me?

44 For, lo, as soon as the voice

of thy salutation sounded in

mine ears, the babe leaped in

my womb for joy.

45 And blessed is she that

believed: for there shall be a

performance of those things

which were told her from the

Lord.

46 And Mary said, My soul

doth magnify the Lord,

47 And my spirit hath rejoiced

in God my Saviour.

48 For he hath regarded the

low estate of his handmaiden:

for, behold, from henceforth

all generations shall call me

blessed.

49 For he that is mighty hath

done to me great things; and

holy is his name.

50 And his mercy is on them

that fear him from generation

to generation.

51 He hath shewed strength

with his arm; he hath scattered

the proud in the imagination of

their hearts.

52 He hath put down the

mighty from their seats, and

exalted them of low degree.

65 And fear came on all that

dwelt round about them: and all

these sayings were noised

abroad throughout all the hill

country of Judæa.

66 And all they that heard them

laid them up in their hearts,

saying, What manner of child

shall this be! And the hand of

the Lord was with him.

67   And his father Zach-a-ri´-as

was filled with the Holy Ghost,

and prophesied, saying,

68 Blessed be the Lord God of

Israel; for he hath visited and

redeemed his people,

69 And hath raised up an “horn

of salvation” for us in the house

of his servant David;

70 As he spake by the mouth

of his holy prophets, which have

been since the world began:

71 That we should be saved

from our enemies, and from the

hand of all that hate us;

72 To perform the mercy prom-

ised to our fathers, and to

remember his holy covenant;

73 The oath which he sware

to our father Abraham,

74 That he would grant unto

us, that we being delivered out

of the hand of our enemies might

serve him without fear,

75 In holiness and righteous-

ness before him, all the days of

our life.

76 And thou, child, shalt be

called the prophet of the High-

est: for thou shalt go before

the face of the Lord to prepare

his ways;

77 To give knowledge of sal-

vation unto his people by the

remission of their sins,

78 Through the tender mercy

of our God; whereby the day-

spring from on high hath visited

us,

79 To give light to them that

sit in darkness and in the shad-

ow of death, to guide our feet

into the way of peace.

80 And the child grew, and

waxed strong in spirit, and was

in the deserts till the day of his

shewing unto Israel.

25 And, behold, there was a

man in Jerusalem, whose name

was Simeon; and the same man

was just and devout, waiting

for the consolation of Israel: and

the Holy Ghost was upon him.

26 And it was revealed unto

him by the Holy Ghost, that he

should not see death, before he

had seen the Lord's Christ.

27 And he came by the Spirit

into the temple: and when the

A

ND Jesus being full of the

 Holy Ghost returned from

Jordan, and was led by the

Spirit into the wilderness,

2 Being “forty days” tempted

of the devil.

16 ¶  And he came to Nazareth,

where he had been brought

up: and, as his custom was, he

went into the synagogue on the

sabbath day, and stood up for

to read.

17 And there was delivered

unto him the book of the proph-

et E-sai´-as. And when he had

opened the book, he found the

place where it was written,

18 The Spirit of the Lord is

upon me, because he hath a-

nointed me to preach the gospel

to the poor; he hath sent me

to heal the brokenhearted, to

preach deliverance to the cap-

tives, and recovering of sight to

the blind, to set at liberty them

that are bruised,

19 To preach the acceptable

year of the Lord.

20   And he closed the book, and

he gave it again to the minister,

and sat down. And the eyes

of all them that were in the

synagogue were fastened on

him.

21 And he began to say unto

them, This day is this scripture

fulfilled in your ears.

22 And all bare him witness,

and wondered at the gracious

words which proceeded out of

his mouth. And they said, Is

not this Joseph's son?

23 And he said unto them, Ye

will surely say unto me this

proverb, Physician, heal thy-

self: whatsoever we have heard

done in Ca-per´-na-um, do also

here in thy country.

24 And he said, Verily I say

unto you, No prophet is ac-

cepted in his own country.

25 But I tell you of a truth,

many widows were in Israel in

the days of E-li´-as, when the

heaven was shut up three years

and six months, when great

famine was throughout all the

land;

26 But unto none of them was

E-li´-as sent, save unto Sa-rep´-

ta, a city of Sidon, unto a

woman that was a widow.

27 And many lepers were in

Israel in the time of El-i-se´-us

the prophet; and none of them

was cleansed, saving Na´-a-man

the Syrian.

28 And all they in the syn-

agogue, when they heard these

things, were filled with wrath,

29 And rose up, and thrust

him out of the city, and led him

unto the brow of the hill where-

on their city was built, that

they might cast him down head-

long.

30 But he passing through the

midst of them went his way,

31 And came down to Ca-

per´-na-um, a city of Galilee,

and taught them on the sabbath

days.

32 And they were astonished

at his doctrine: for his word

was with power.

33 ¶ And in the synagogue

there was a man, which had a

spirit of an unclean devil, and

cried out with a loud voice,

34 Saying, Let us alone; what

have we to do with thee, thou

Jesus of Nazareth? art thou

come to destroy us? I know thee

who thou art; the Holy One

of God.

35 And Jesus rebuked him,

saying, Hold thy peace, and

come out of him. And when the

devil had thrown him in the

midst, he came out of him, and

hurt him not.

36 And they were all amazed,

and spake among themselves,

saying, What a word is this!

for with authority and power

he commandeth the unclean

spirits, and they come out.

37 And the fame of him went

out into every place of the

country round about.

38 ¶ And he arose out of

the synagogue, and entered into

Simon's house. And Simon's

wife's mother was taken with a

great fever; and they besought

him for her.

11 And when they had brought

their ships to land, they for-

sook all, and followed him.

12 ¶ And it came to pass,

when he was in a certain city,

behold a man full of leprosy:

face, and besought him, saying,

Lord, if thou wilt, thou canst

make me clean.

13 And he put forth his hand,

and touched him, saying, I will:

be thou clean. And immediate-

ly the leprosy departed from

him.

14 And he charged him to tell

no man: but go, and shew

thyself to the priest, and offer

for thy cleansing, according as

Moses commanded, for a testi-

mony unto them.

15 But so much the more went

there a fame abroad of him:

and great multitudes came to-

gether to hear, and to be healed

by him of their infirmities.

18 ¶ And, behold, men brought

in a bed a man which was taken

with a palsy: and they sought

means to bring him in, and to

lay him before him.

19 And when they could not

find by what way they might

bring him in because of the

multitude, they went upon the

housetop, and let him down

through the tiling with his

couch into the midst before

Jesus.

20 And when he saw “their”

faith, he said unto him, Man,

thy sins are forgiven thee .

21 And the scribes and the

Pharisees began to reason, say-

ing, Who is this which speaketh

blasphemies? Who can forgive

sins, but God alone?

22 But when Jesus perceived

their thoughts, he answering

said unto them, What reason

ye in your hearts?

23 Whether is easier, to say,

Thy sins be forgiven thee; or to

say, Rise up and walk?

24 But that ye may know that

the Son of man hath “power”

upon earth to forgive sins, (he

said unto the sick of the palsy,)

I say unto thee, Arise, and take

up thy couch, and go into thine

house.

25  And immediately he rose up

before them, and took up that

whereon he lay, and departed to

his own house, glorifying God.

26 And they were all amazed,

and they glorified God, and

were filled with fear, saying,

We have seen strange things

to day.

old.

37 And no man putteth new

wine into old bottles; else the

new wine will burst the bottles,

and be spilled, and the bottles

shall perish.

38 But new wine must be put

into new bottles; and both are

preserved.

39 No man also having drunk

old wine straightway desireth

new: for he saith, The old is

better.

5 And he said unto them, That

the Son of man is Lord also of

the sabbath.

6 And it came to pass also on

another sabbath, that he entered

into the synagogue andtaught:

7 And the scribes and Phari-

sees watched him, whether he

would heal on the sabbath day;

that they might find an accusa-

tion against him.

Bless-

ed are ye that weep now: for ye

shall laugh.

22 Blessed are ye, when men

shall hate you, and when they

shall separate you from their

company, and shall reproach

you, and cast out your name as

evil, for the Son of man's sake.

23 Rejoice ye in that day, and

leap for joy: for, behold, your

reward is great in heaven: for

in the like manner did their

fathers unto the prophets.

24 But woe unto you that

are rich! for ye have received

your consolation.

25 Woe unto you that are full!

for ye shall hunger. Woe unto

you that laugh now! for ye

shall mourn and weep.

26 Woe unto you, when all

men shall speak well of you!

for so did their fathers to the

false prophets.

27 ¶  But I say unto you which

hear, Love your enemies, do

good to them which hate you,

28 Bless them that curse you,

and pray for them which de-

spitefully use you.

29 And unto him that smiteth

thee on the one cheek offer also

the other; and him that taketh

45 A good man out of the good

treasure of his heart bringeth

forth that which is good; and

an evil man out of the evil treas-

ure of his heart bringeth forth

that which is evil: for of the

abundance of the heart his

mouth speaketh.

46 ¶  And why call ye me,

Lord, Lord, and do not the

things which I say?

47 Whosoever cometh to me,

and heareth my sayings, and

doeth them, I will shew you to

whom he is like:

48 He is like a man which

built an house, and digged deep,

and laid the foundation on a

rock: and when the flood arose,

the stream beat vehemently up-

on that house, and could not

shake it: for it was founded

upon a rock.

49 But he that heareth, and

doeth not, is like a man that

without a foundation built an

house upon the earth; against

which the stream did beat vehe-

mently, and immediately it fell;

and the ruin of that house was

great.

N

OW when he had ended all

his sayings in the audience

of the people, he entered into

Ca-per´-na-um.

34 And if ye lend to them of

whom ye hope to receive, what

thank have ye? for sinners

also lend to sinners, to receive

as much again.

35 But love ye your enemies,

and do good, and lend, hoping

for nothing again; and your

reward shall be great, and ye

shall be the children of the

Highest: for he is kind unto

the unthankful and to the evil.

36 Be ye therefore merciful, as

your Father also is merciful.

37 Judge not, and ye shall not

be judged: condemn not, and

ye shall not be condemned: for-

give, and ye shall be forgiven:

38 Give, and it shall be given

unto you; good measure, pressed

down, and shaken together, and

running over, shall men give

into your bosom. For with

the same measure that ye mete

withal it shall be measured to

you again.

39 And he spake a parable

unto them, Can the blind lead

the blind? shall they not both

fall into the ditch?

40 The disciple is not above

his master: but every one that

is perfect shall be as his master.

41 And why beholdest thou the

mote that is in thy brother's

eye, but perceivest not the beam

that is in thine own eye?

42 Either how canst thou say

to thy brother, Brother, let me

pull out the mote that is in

thine eye, when thou thyself
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Knew Jesus was also in authority.

4 And when they came to

Jesus, they besought him in-

stantly, saying, That he was

worthy for whom he should do

this:

5  For he loveth our nation, and

he hath built us a synagogue.

6 Then Jesus went with them.

And when he was now not far

from the house, the centurion

sent friends to him, saying un-

to him, Lord, trouble not thy-

self: for I am not worthy that

thou shouldest enter under my

roof:

7 Wherefore neither thought I

myself worthy to come unto thee:

but say in a word, and

my servant shall be healed.

8 For I also am a man set

under authority, having under

me soldiers, and I say unto

one, Go, and he goeth; and to

another, Come, and he cometh;

and to my servant, Do this, and

he doeth it.

9 When Jesus heard these

things, he marvelled at him, and

turned him about, and said unto

the people that followed him, I

say unto you, I have not found

so great faith, no, not in Israel.

10 And they that were sent,

returning to the house, found

the servant whole that had been

sick.

11 ¶  And it came to pass the

day after, that he went into a

city called Na´-in; and many of

his disciples went with him, and

much people.

12 Now when he came nigh

to the gate of the city, behold,

there was a dead man carried

out, the only son of his mother,

and she was a widow: and much

people of the city was with her.

13 And when the Lord saw

her, he had compassion on her,

and said unto her, Weep not.

14 And he came and touched

the bier: and they that bare

him stood still. And he said,

Young man, I say unto thee,

Arise.

15 And he that was dead sat

up, and began to speak. And he

delivered him to his mother.

16 And there came a fear on all:

and they glorified God, saying,

That a great prophet is

risen up among us; and, That

God hath visited his people.

17   And this rumour of him went

 forth throughout all Judæa, and

throughout all the region round

about.

18 And the disciples of John

shewed him of all these things.

19 And John calling unto

him two of his disciples sent

them to Jesus, saying, Art thou

he that should come? or look

we for another?

20 When the men were come

unto him, they said, John Bap-

tist hath sent us unto thee, say-

ing, Art thou he that should

come? or look we for another?

21 And in that same hour he

cured many of their infirmities

and plagues, and of evil spirits;

and unto many that were blind

he gave sight.

22 Then Jesus answering said

unto them, Go your way, and

“tell” John what things ye have

seen and heard; how that the

blind see, the lame walk, the

lepers are cleansed, the deaf

hear, the dead are raised, to the

poor the gospel is preached.

23 And blessed is he, whoso-

ever shall not be offended in me.

24 ¶   And when the messengers

of John were departed, he began

to speak unto the people con-

cerning John, What went ye

out into the wilderness for to

see? A reed shaken with the

wind?

25 But what went ye out for

to see? A man clothed in soft

raiment? Behold, they which

are gorgeously apparelled, and

live delicately, are in kings'

courts.

26 But what went ye out for

to see? A prophet? Yea, I say

unto you, and much more than

a prophet.

27 This is he, of whom it is

written, Behold, I send my mes-

senger before thy face, which

28 For I say unto you, Among

those that are born of women

there is not a greater prophet

than John the Baptist: but he

that is least in the kingdom of

God is greater than he.

29  And all the people that

heard him, and the publicans,

justified God, being baptized

with the baptism of John.

30 But the Pharisees and law-

yers rejected the counsel of

God against themselves, being

not baptized of him.

31 ¶  And the Lord said, Where-

unto then shall I liken the men

of this generation? and to what

are they like?

32 They are like unto children

sitting in the marketplace, and

calling one to another, and say-

ing, We have piped unto you,

and ye have not danced; we

have mourned to you, and ye

have not wept.

33 For John the Baptist came

neither eating bread nor drink-

ing wine; and ye say, He hath

a devil.

34 The Son of man is come

eating and drinking; and ye

say, Behold a gluttonous man,

and a winebibber, a friend of

publicans and sinners!

35 But wisdom is justified of

all her children.

36 ¶  And one of the Pharisees

desired him that he would eat

with him. And he went into the

Pharisee's house, and sat down

to meat.

37 And, behold, a woman in

the city, which was a sinner,

when she knew that Jesus sat

at meat in the Pharisee's house,

brought an alabaster box of

ointment,

38  And stood at his feet behind

him weeping, and began to wash

his feet with tears, and did wipe

them with the hairs of her head,

and kissed his feet, and anointed

them with the ointment.

39 Now when the Pharisee

which had bidden him saw it,

he spake within himself, saying,

This man, if he were a prophet,

would have known who and

what manner of woman this is

that toucheth him: for she is

a sinner.

40 And Jesus answering said

unto him, Simon, I have some-

what to say unto thee. And he

saith, Master, say on.

41  There was a certain creditor

which had two debtors: the one

owed five hundred pence, and

the other fifty .

42 And when they had nothing

to pay, he frankly forgave them

both. Tell me therefore, which

of them will love him most?

43 Simon answered and said,

I suppose that he, to whom

he forgave most. And he said

unto him, Thou hast rightly

judged.

44 And he turned to the wom-

an, and said unto Simon, Seest

thou this woman? I entered

into thine house, thou gavest

me no water for my feet: but

she hath washed my feet with

tears, and wiped them with the

hairs of her head.

45 Thou gavest me no kiss: but

this woman since the time

I came in hath not ceased to

kiss my feet.

46 My head with oil thou didst

not anoint: but this woman

hath anointed my feet with oint-

ment.

47 Wherefore I say unto thee,

Her sins, “which are many”, are

forgiven; “for she loved much”:

but to whom little is forgiven,

the same loveth little.

48 And he said unto her, Thy

sins are forgiven.

49 And they that sat at meat

with him began to say within

themselves, Who is this that

forgiveth sins also?

50 And he said to the woman,

“Thy” faith hath saved thee; go

in peace.

had been healed of evil spirits

and infirmities, Mary called

Mag´-da-lene, out of whom

went seven devils,

3 And Jo-an´-na the wife of

Chu´-za Herod's steward, and

Susanna, and many others,

which ministered unto him of

their substance.

4 ¶  And when much people

were gathered together, and were

come to him out of every

city, he spake by a parable:

5 A sower went out to sow his

seed: and as he sowed, some fell

by the way side; and it was

trodden down, and the fowls of

the air devoured it.

6 And some fell upon a rock;

and as soon as it was sprung

up, it withered away, because

it lacked moisture.

7   And some fell among thorns;

15 But that on the good ground

are they, which in an honest

and good heart, having heard

the word, keep it, and bring

forth fruit with patience.

16 ¶  No man, when he hath

lighted a candle, covereth it with

a vessel, or putteth it under a

bed; but setteth it on a candle-

stick, that they which enter in

may see the light.

17 For nothing is secret, that

shall not be made manifest;

neither any thing hid, that shall

not be known and come abroad.

18 Take heed therefore how

ye hear: for whosoever hath,

to him shall be given; and who-

soever hath not, from him shall

be taken even that which he

seemeth to have.

19 ¶  Then came to him his

mother and his brethren, and

could not come at him for the

press.

20 And it was told him by

certain which said, Thy mother

and thy brethren stand without,

desiring to see thee.

21 And he answered and said

unto them, My mother and my

brethren are these which hear

the word of God, and do it.

22 ¶  Now it came to pass on

a certain day, that he went into

a ship with his disciples: and he

said unto them, Let us go over

unto the other side of the lake.

And they launched forth.

23 But as they sailed he fell

asleep: and there came down a

storm of wind on the lake; and

they were filled with water, and

were in jeopardy.

18 If Satan also be divided

against himself, how shall his

kingdom stand? because ye say

that I cast out devils through

Be-el´-ze-bub.

19 And if I by Be-el´-ze-bub

cast out devils, by whom do your

sons cast them out? therefore

shall they be your judges.

20 But if I with the finger of

God cast out devils, no doubt

the kingdom of God is come

upon you.

21 When a strong man armed

keepeth his palace, his goods are

in peace:

22 But when a stronger than

he shall come upon him, and

overcome him, he taketh from

him all his armour wherein

he trusted, and divideth his

spoils.

23 He that is not with me is

against me: and he that gath-

ereth not with me scattereth.

24 When the unclean spirit

is gone out of a man, he walk-

eth through dry places, seeking

rest; and finding none, he saith,

I will return unto my house

whence I came out.

46 And he said, Woe unto you

also, ye lawyers! for ye lade

men with burdens grievous to

be borne, and ye yourselves

touch not the burdens with one

of your fingers.

47 Woe unto you! for ye build

the sepulchres of the prophets,

and your fathers killed them.

48 Truly ye bear witness that

ye allow the deeds of your

fathers: for they indeed killed

them, and ye build their sepul-

chres.
